MAPS Program - We are pleased to share information about the Métis Access to Post-Secondary (MAPS)
Program. This initiative provides Métis students with direct access to a dedicated Post-Secondary Advisor
who can offer individualized guidance and support as they plan for life after high school. Through the
MAPS Program, advisors are available to help students navigate applications, explore career and
education pathways, understand available financial supports, and prepare for a successful transition to
college, university, or trades programs. The program poster includes a QR code that connects students
directly with a MAPS advisor for one-on-one assistance. The goal is to ensure that Métis youth know
they do not have to navigate post-secondary decisions alone and that meaningful financial and advisory
support are available to help them pursue their educational goals.
